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Dr. Ranjan Bandyopadhyay is a Senior Scientist at Duy Tan University, Vietnam.
His research is qualitative and inherently interdisciplinary in nature, drawing on
insights from cultural anthropology, sociology, political science, philosophy and
cultural studies. The approach he takes to this interdisciplinary challenge is
unique in the way it combines his background (studied in India, Europe, USA
and taught in UK, USA, Thailand, Vietnam) and personal experience of life
(traveled extensively in India and to 63 countries) with the scholarly literature
across diverse fields of inquiry. He has published in some of the world’s leading
journals in Sociology, Psychology and Tourism and has been invited to deliver
presentations at Oxford, UC Berkeley, Princeton, Sorbonne among others. He
was recently quoted in Newsweek for his work on the socio-political impacts of

tourism in developing countries.
